Flipped-out Pharisees

The Gospel reading for this Sunday is not only the first mira-

cle in John’s Gospel—it is also John's first mention of Jesus’ mother. |
used to find it odd that he addressed her as “Woman.” But in that time
the word was more respectful; it could even be affectionate. Jesus
does help as his mother requested, but he does so in a way that is a
lesson about God'’s love.

You have probably heard how the Jewish people in Jesus’
time performed purification rituals before eating anything. The cleans-
ings were a sign that they wanted to be like God, completely free from
sin. Eventually, it came to mean that you could not approach God until
you cleansed yourself. Jesus could have made the wine in bottles or
wineskins. But he used the “six stone water jars there for Jewish cere-
monial washings” (John 2:6). That meant that once they were full of
wine, no one could wash themselves from the jars. | wonder how many
Pharisees flipped out when they saw that.

The point of this is that no one can cleanse themselves. We

don't purify ourselves in order to come to God—we come to God to be
purified. God is the only one who can make us holy. God offers this to
sinners especially, because sinners who know they need forgiveness
are the only ones to receive it. God never forces mercy on anyone. It is
offered to those who ask for it. the amount of wine symbolizes the ex-
tent of God’s mercy. As there was now more than enough wine for the
wedding, God has more than enough mercy for those who need it.
Wine is also a symbol of joy in the Old Testament. There is no greater
joy than knowing that you have been forgiven by the Lord. Tom Schmidt

The practice of a jubilee year has ancient roots. In 1300, Pope Boniface VIII instituted the
first Christian Jubilee, a year set aside to encourage the faithful to embark on pilgrimages,
to repent of their sins and forgive the sins of others, and to renew a focus on the spiritual
life. Since then the Church has designated each new Jubilee as a special year of grace
and forgiveness, offering the faithful an opportunity to obtain a plenary indulgence. Origi-
nally occuring every 50 years, today this practice is observed every 25 years, and serves
as a reminder of God'’s love, mercy, and continual call to conversion.
The 2025 Jubilee will be centered on the theme “Pilgrims of Hope.”
