Trinity Sunday—Getting to Know the Trinity 
As if his own life, his teachings about God’s love, his miracles, his death and resurrection were not enough, Jesus told us something 
about God that we never would have imagined: There are three Persons in one God. It is also something we cannot completely compre-
hend. So instead of trying to explain it, let’s look at what it means for us believers. 
 
One thing it shows is that God wants to be known by us. In ancient times, people would expect their gods to be mysterious and hidden.  
Many cultures thought that you could control a spirit or god if you knew its name. God sees us not as a threat, but as beloved children. 
Just as a couple falling in love wants to know everything about each other, so God wants to be known by those whom God loves. That 
leads to my second point. 
 
The Trinity also shows us that “God is love” (1 John 4:16) because the three Persons are united in one God. God calls us to be united in 
love with God and with each other. Remember that God knows us perfectly and still loves us. Yet knowing our weaknesses and our sins 
does not hurt God’s love for us. On the contrary, our weaknesses allow God to help us by forgiving sins, or inspiring someone to come to 
our assistance. We may not be able to grasp the full meaning of the Holy Trinity, but knowing that God shares this with faithful people 
helps us to love God even more.Tom Schmidt 

 
La Santísima Trinidad—Conociendo a la Trinidad 

Como si su propia vida, sus enseñanzas sobre el amor de Dios, sus milagros, su muerte y resurrección no fueran suficientes, Jesús nos 
dijo algo sobre Dios que nunca hubiéramos imaginado: hay tres Personas en un solo Dios. También es algo que no podemos compren-
der por completo. Así que, en lugar de intentar explicarlo, veamos lo que significa para nosotros los creyentes. 
 
Una cosa que demuestra es que Dios quiere ser conocido por nosotros. En la antigüedad, la gente esperaba que sus dioses fueran mis-
teriosos y ocultos.

Así como una pareja que se enamora quiere saber todo el uno del otro, así también Dios quiere 
ser conocido por los que ama. Esto me lleva al segundo punto. 
 
La Trinidad también nos muestra que “Dios es amor” (1 Juan 4,16) porque las tres Personas están unidas en un solo Dios. Dios nos lla-
ma a estar unidos en amor con Dios y entre nosotros. Recordemos que Dios nos conoce perfectamente y aun así nos ama. Sin embar-
go, conocer nuestras debilidades y nuestros pecados no disminuye el amor de Dios por nosotros. Al contrario, nuestras debilidades le 
permiten a Dios ayudarnos perdonando nuestros pecados o inspirando a alguien que venga a ayudarnos. Puede que no seamos ca-
paces de comprender el significado completo de la Santísima Trinidad, pero saber que Dios comparte esto con personas fieles nos 
ayuda a amarlo aún más.

SAINT ROMUALD (c. 951-1027) 
June 19 
 “God so loved the world,” declares John 3:16. “Do not love the world,” warns 1 John 2:15. The “world” to 
love: this planet, entrusted to our stewardship, and its people, God’s children all. The “world” to flee: “sensual lust, en-
ticement for the eyes, and a pretentious life” (1 John 2:16). Born in nobility, Romuald’s conversion followed the shock 
of witnessing his father murder an enemy. Renouncing his privileged world, Romuald sought God’s world in monastic 
life. Its winding turns and several dead ends make Romuald’s journey resonate with all who find life more maze than 
superhighway. Both the hermit’s solitary struggle and community life’s unique challenges shaped Romuald’s legacy: 
his vast Camaldolese Benedictine family of monks, nuns, and lay associates who, these thousand years later, from the 

mountain solitude of Camaldoli, Italy to an urban monastery in Berkeley, California—in Asia, Africa, South America, 

Europe—integrate Romuald’s experience into their witness of solitary prayer, communal charity and worship, and pro-

motion of contemplative spirituality in this world that can so easily distract us from the God who loves it still.

SAN ROMULADO (c. 951-1027)

 Romualdo fue el padre fundador de los monjes camaldulenses, imponiendo en ellos reglas más severas que las 
que san Benedicto había impuesto en su monasterio. Un hecho que transformó su vida fue el ver a su padre batirse a 
duelo, dando muerte a otra persona. Puesto que el rey Otón III lo había nombrado Abad, renunció al cargo por conside-
rarlo de mucho prestigio para él, porque lo único que deseaba era ser un simple monje dedicado a la contemplación y la 
vida ermitaña. Con este espíritu viajó por toda Italia erigiendo ermitas y fundando conventos. Su capacidad de conver-
sión era notable, pues llegó a convencer a su mismo padre de que se hiciera monje. De profundo amor a Dios y de vo-
luntad férrea, quiso ser mártir y pidió al papa su permiso para ir a predicar el Evangelio a Hungría, pero cada vez que lo 
intentaba se enfermaba, así comprendió que Dios deseaba que se estableciera en el monasterio y reformara la vida tan 
holgada de muchos monjes de su tiempo, tarea que logró más allá de lo esperado.

The new school in Ruskin will offer classes in PreK through 8th grade, and it 
should be ready to welcome 300 students at the start of the 2027 school year. 
The school will serve families in Ruskin, Apollo Beach, Gibsonton, and sur-
rounding areas seeking a faith-based education, including families living below 
the poverty line who have historically faced challenges providing the same edu-
cational opportunities as affluent families. Southern Hillsborough County is a 
rapidly growing area with thousands of homes and apartments built over the 
last five years. It has been ten years since the Diocese of Saint Petersburg built a 
new school.
